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Come Swim Again
Pool Open Again as of Saturday, MAy 23
As part of the Governor's Directive, you will see required signage stating the following along with required distancing guidelines:

Those who have any of the following characteristics should NOT be allowed to enter:
• Have had a fever of 100.4°F or greater in the last 2 days;
• Have a cough, difficulty breathing, sore throat, or loss of taste or smell;
• Had contact with a person known to be infected with COVID-19 in the previous 14 days

The public may wish to refrain from entering if:
• They are 65 years of age or older.
• They have underlying health conditions including high blood pressure, chronic lung disease, diabetes, severe obesity, asthma or 
weakened immunity.

Physical distancing of 6 feet should be maintained between people in all pool areas. However, family members may sit and enter 
the pool together.

Physical distancing must be enforced at slides, diving boards, and other features that require waiting in line. Markings will be 
palced the on surface to maintain a 6-foot distance and monitor for compliance.
