Big Creek members made their selections
based upon their own score Saturday with the highest scores choosing first in reverse order to the lowest.

Final results will be a best-ball combination of Big Creek member scores with their pro "partners" Sunday scores at the US Open.

Big Creek'’s players played Saturday morning to the exact length as the US Open course, Winged Foot, at 7,477 yards. The greens were mowed four times and rolled
starting at 2:30AM Saturday morning to get them up to a comparable speed of 13 on the stimpmeter.

After play Saturday in the club grill room, each member selected a “partner” from those who made the cut at the US Open. Players with the highest gross score
Saturday selected first and it went in reverse order to our lowest scorers who selected last.
